DualLiner Bedliner
A practical way to protect your investment

An obvious benefit of selecting a pickup as a t@higle versus an SUV or a van is the bed. Not
the kind you sleep in; the kind you haul stuff\idhether it's moving a friend’s furniture, going

to the dump or getting a load of rocks or topsmilthe garden, a pickup is extraordinarily useful,
going far beyond just pulling your trailer or fifthheel. Unfortunately, its bed can be damaged
very easily. To protect your investment, one offiret accessories or modifications you should
consider is some kind of bedliner. Various spragid drop-in options are available, but we
discovered the DualLiner Bed Protector has someuenilifferences and advantages.

For a closer look, we took our 2006 Dodge to Tops Timuck & Auto Attitude in Grass Valley,
California. It took the technicians a tad more tB@rminutes to install the DualLiner Protector.
We soon realized that we could have done it indsiveway. The modular design of the Dual-
Liner installs in sections, which makes it eashandle and allows it to be shipped in a relatively
compact box, right to your doorstep.

The two side panels and front-load guard clip isilgaThe Dodge has handy tie-down cleats,
which were removed and then replaced over the Duo@tLA few plastic clips join the side walls
to the front section. (DualLiner says the clips emgineered to stop wind from vibrating them
and chaffing the paint.) The tailgate section usedtly factory screws and bolts. We needed to
drill a couple of 1 4-inch holes to secure the umeners. DualLiner supplies all the hardware,
and a tube of special rust inhibitor is also inelddo protect any exposed metal.

The bed floor is a thick rubber material desigreedfter protection from dents, and its skid-
resistance is considerably better than spray gr-grdiners. Little nubs on the bottom allow

water to run out of the factory bed-drain hole's. diasily removed and reinstalled for cleaning.
DualLiner says the sides are made of polyethyletéch contains UV-resistant chemicals to
ensure they stay black without the need of colireshing treatments. The rubber mat also has a
high carbon-black content that resists fading.dditon, truck campers, shells, tonneau covers
and fifth-wheel hitches can be installed withouheoing the liner.

To see just how tough the liner really is, we stappy the local sand and rock yard and had one
of its operators dump a load of heavy rocks sttdigio the bed from about 3 feet up. Without the
liner, the results would have been disastrous,aqubtieaving serious dents and scratches. After
hosing out the dust and dirt, close inspection gtbthie bed was still in factory condition, giving
us confidence that this truck can now be usedIféh@work it was designed for, in addition to
pulling our trailer.
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
